A Lesson in Generosity

Mary Patricia Donohue’s passing in 2006 didn’t
capture headlines. Editors would deem her life as a
schoolteacher and counselor just too normal to make
the news. Yet the thousands of people she touched
during her lifetime would call their friend Mary Pat
extraordinary, caring, big-hearted, patriotic, bril-
liant, compassionate, selfless and devoted.

And in one last gesture of
kindness toward Method-
PROFILE ist Hospital, Donohue’s
generous spirit will con-
tinue to bring comfort to thousands more for years to
come. In memory of her legacy of philanthropy and
her final gift, given through a bequest in her will,
the hospital has dedicated the Berger Tower’s fourth

floor waiting room in Donohue’s name.

“It is a real honor to remember Mary Pat in this
way,” said Methodist Hospital President and CEO
Dennis Lee. “Through this gift from her estate, she
is supporting the continuing advancement of medical

technology, facilities and exceptional care at Meth-
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odist Hospital. This gift is a lasting contribution to
the future of health care in our community.”

Nothing characterized Donohue’s life more than

her others-focused generosity, which her parents
instilled in her from birth. A lifelong resident of Los
Angeles, Donohue grew up in a loving Irish-Catholic
family then attended Loyola Marymount University
at a time when most women didn’t seek higher edu-
cation. She distinguished herself among her peers by
becoming one of only two women who were accepted
into a special program that accelerated them into law
school during their senior year of college.

As much of an honor as that was, Donohue and her
family had other ideas: She became a teacher, first
joining the faculty at a reform school for girls. Later,
she began a 30-year career with the Los Angeles
School District, where she worked in some of the
most challenging high schools in the city.

In the midst of her teaching career, Donohue felt

compelled to do more for the many vulnerable and

at-risk students she encountered. So she went back to
school herself, earning a master’s degree in psychology
at USC and becoming a school psychologist. For many
years, she helped young people get on the right path in
life and discover the great potential that lay within them.

Although she often found herself dealing with unpleas-
ant issues in her role as a teacher and
counselor, Donohue’s enthusiasm and
keen sense of humor kept her bal-
anced. “You have to laugh at yourself,”
she would advise. “Don’t take yourself

seriously.

Donohue’s compassionate heart also
brought about a great love for ani-
mals, starting with her beloved Irish
wolfhounds, who reminded her of her
proud ancestry. She reached out to
other animals in need and gave gen-
erously to animal rescue projects.

She felt the same about the people in her community—
family members, friends, neighbors and even complete
strangers. She was especially committed to ensuring that
people had the opportunity to receive high-quality health
care in a warm and caring environment. Having endured
extended hospital stays both early and late in her life,
she could empathize with those who were feeling ill,
frightened and alone, and she appreciated the compas-
sionate care she received at Methodist Hospital.

To demonstrate her value and appreciation, Donohue

joined the hospital’s Partners in Health program and
became a regular contributor as a way to say thank you to
Methodist Hospital physicians and staff. She particularly
appreciated her cardiologist, K. Heiner Vogelbach, MD,
in whose name she often made her contributions to the

hospital.

Combined with the gifts of other Part-
ners in Health contributors, Donohue’s
gifts ensured that Methodist Hospital
remained at the forefront of medical
technology and advances. Her final
bequest was the crowning touch of

her longstanding commitment to the
hospital.

“Mary Pat supported Methodist Hos-
pital because she believed in our mis-
sion to provide health care to sick and
injured people from throughout our
community,” said Laura Lueke, direc-
tor of principal gifts for the Methodist
Hospital Foundation. “Every time [

Babies Get Big Boost

Patron Saints Foundation'’s investment in the NICU

The Patron Saints Foundation recently made a major
investment in the neonatal intensive care unit (NICU) at
Methodist Hospital

More than 2,400 babies are delivered each year at Meth-
odist Hospital. About one-fourth of these babies are born
with some major medical issue, ranging from prematurity
to cardiac abnormalities, and about 10 percent of these
infants will spend time in the neonatal intensive care

unit (NICU.)

Our 17-bed NICU, a focal point for superb neonatal care
in the San Gabriel Valley, also receives infants from
nearby hospitals that lack an NICU or specialized treat-
ment capabilities.

Responding to this great need, The Patron Saints Foun-
dation has made a generous gift to fund the acquisition
of a GE Healthcare’s Giraffe OmniBed, a state-of-the-art
combination full-featured incubator and warmer.

Some NICU babies weigh as little as one pound. At such
a small size, heat loss exceeds the rate at which the baby
can generate heat through metabolic activity. The Giraffe
OmniBed provides the support and thermal stability that
can literally be the difference between life and death for
a compromised infant. The unit features an hourglass
heat profile that optimizes heat coverage for the mattress
and baby, while minimizing heat for the caregivers.

The Giraffe OmniBed also provides many benefits
including dimmable procedure lights, a rotating bed
surface, and a large, easily-read full-color digital display
that provides current status and trend information on
temperature, pulse rate, oxygenation, and weight. It is
demonstrated, tested technologies that will help the

NICU staff provide better care to more infants.

“We understood that vulnerable infants need a boost at
birth with the specialized care and equipment,” says
Kathleen Shannon, Patron Saints Foundation executive
director. “At the site visit, we were impressed by the lov-
ing care given by the nursing staff and physicians, which
may only enhanced their competitive grant application.
They make such a big difference in the lives of their little
patients and their families.”

This grant is part of The Patron Saints Foundation’s con-
tinuing efforts to improve the health of individuals in the

West San Gabriel Valley.

“Like so many others who appreciate the skilled and
compassionate care of Methodist Hospital, The Patron
Saints Foundation has chosen an investment that will
ensure the continuation of top quality care for the babies
in our NICU,” said Michael Driebe, Methodist Hospital
Foundation president.
